Tempest Environmental Systems, Inc. has announced that the U.S. Department of Defense (DoD) has expanded its licensing of water purification technology in an Award to Tempest for its patented water purification technology.  Tempest’s technology provides protection to icon facilities against chemical, biological, and radiological (CBR) attack at the point of entry of the water into a facility. It provides perimeter security that complements the physical security and barriers that are now present in protecting our important government facilities.  Tempest’s technology was the only technology selected by the US Government to meet this counter-terrorism need.


The DoD's Combating Terrorism Technology Support Office (CTTSO) sponsors the development of advanced technology for inter-agency use in fighting terrorism. Through deployment of Tempest’s water purification technology, which includes its self-monitoring technology and a scalable design, federal and military organizations are able to protect facilities from terrorists’ attacks on the water supply and enhance homeland security effectiveness.


The CTTSO, which supports the Federal inter-agency Technical Support Working Group (TSWG) has built applications upon Tempest’s technology specifically tailored to assist in the war on terror.  TSWG is the U.S. national forum that identifies, prioritizes, and coordinates interagency and international research and development requirements for combating terrorism. TSWG rapidly develops technologies and equipment to meet the high-priority needs of those combating terrorism, and addresses joint international operational requirements through cooperative R&D with major allies.

In response to the September 11th attacks, the Department released a Broad Agency Announcement (BAA) that was open from March 5 through April 4, 2002. The BAA sought ideas in the areas of combating terrorism, location and defeat of hard or difficult targets, protracted operations in remote areas, and countermeasures to weapons of mass destruction. Anyone, from individuals to large corporations, was encouraged to apply. The Department received approximately 12,500 responses, including approximately 1200 from 85 other countries.
